It’s hard to put a tag on Fogg’s shows. Most leave the show knowing that they have laughed hard and often. But Fogg gets his laughs within clever songs that are not for the kids – adults only!  So, some call it a comedy show and some call it a concert. Let’s just say it’s a hell of a lot of fun!
